RESOLUTION, ARTICLE 4, SUPPLEMENTARY PROVISIONS APPLYING TO
SPECIFIC DISTRICTS, SECTION 4.090. STANDARDS FOR SIGNS, BILLBOARDS,
AND OTHER ADVERTISING STRUCTURES PURSUANT TO TENNESSEE CODE
ANNOTATED, SECTION 13-7-105

WHEREAS, the Loudon County Commission, in accordance with Chapter Seven, §13-7-
105 of the Tennessee Code Annotated, may from time to time, amend the number, shape, boundary,

area or any regulation of or within any district or districts, or any other provision of any zoning
resolution, and

WHEREAS, the Loudon County Regional Planning Commission has forwarded its

recommendation regarding the amendment to the Zoning Resolution of Loudon County, Tennessee,
and

WHEREAS, a notice of public hearing and a description of the resolution appeared in the

Loudon County newspaper, the Daily Edition on December 6, 2019 consistent with the provisions of
Tennessee Code Annotated, §13-7-105; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Loudon County Zoning Resolution be
amended as follows:

Section 1. That the paragraph under Section 4.090. Standards for Signs, Billboards, and

Other Advertising Structures, shall be amended by deleting it in its entirety and replacing it with the
following:

4.090. Standards for Signs, Billboards, and Other Advertising Structures. These

conditions are established as a reasonable and impartial method of regulating

advertising structures in order to insure light, air, and open space, to reduce hazards at

intersections, and to protect property values of the entire community. Applications for

signs shall be made to the County Building Commissioner. The regulations for signs,

billboards, and other advertising structures are enumerated below:

Section 2. That subheading, A. of Section 4.090. Standards for Signs, Billboards, and Other
Advertising Structures. shall be amended by deleting it in its entirety and replacing it with the
following:

A. In any zoning district, the following general regulations shall apply as well as the
regulations in Loudon County’s adopted Building Code.

Section 3. That subsection A. 2, in Section 4.090. Standards for Signs, Billboards, and
Other Advertising Structures, shall be amended by deleting it in its entirety and replacing it with
the following:

2. No sign having flashing, intermittent or animated illumination shall be permitted
within three hundred (300) feet of property in any suburban residential district unless
such sign is not visible from such property except for non-commercial, churches, schools,
and public buildings which may have electronic message display signs that are capable of
displaying words, symbols, figures, or images than can be electronically changed by
remote or automatic means and are static or depicted for a minimum of ten (10) seconds
and transition from one message to another and shall be continuous without fade-outs,
animation or other type of movement between messages and shall be designed and
equipped to immediately freeze or discontinue the device in one position if a malfunction
occurs and shall not be brighter than necessary for clear and adequate visibility or of such
intensity that it interferes with the effectiveness of an official traffic control device. The
owner is responsible for making any adjustments to the brightness of the electronic
message sign and to monitor it ensuring it automatically adjusts to the natural ambient
light conditions and to report notice of non-compliance to the Loudon County Building
Official. Animated video or continuous scrolling of messages is prohibited.

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that this Resolution shall take effect immediately, the
public welfare requiring it.

Loudon County Public Libraries — Barry Baker, Library Board Chair

(a) Response to Budget Committee’s request for information regarding library usage
Mr. Baker responded to a Budget Committee request presented at the September 16, 2019
Budget Committee meeting by providing handouts that documents library usage. Budget
Committee members expressed appreciation for the information.

(b) Consideration of request for panic buttons at Public Libraries

Mr. Baker explained there are several hours when only one staff member is present in the
libraries, and two libraries have reported “incidents” to the Library Board. Mr. Baker requested
consideration of equipping the libraries with panic buttons similar to those in other county
departments. These are designed to alert law enforcement in the event of an emergency.
Commissioner Shaver suggested funding by the Library Board if possible. Mayor Bradshaw
conferred with IT Director Thomas Lewis, agreed to obtain a price estimate on panic buttons for
the libraries, and contact Mr. Baker when the information is available. NO ACTION TAKEN

Commissioner Meers suggested consideration of honoring Tammy Smallen, previous Loudon Library
Manager who served in that capacity 39.5 years. Mr. Baker suggested naming the Genealogy Center at
Loudon Library in her honor, and agreed to ask the Library Board to consider this.

Consideration of request to increase full-time staff by one (1) employee and reduce part-time staff by
one (1) employee ~ Steve Harrelson, Sessions Clerk

Mr. Harrelson explained that it's more advantageous to move part-time funding to a full-time position,
adding there will be no FY 2021 part-time wages in Sessions Court if this request is approved.
